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A lecture series of similar content will be given in English during the
7th and 8th period.

The same Japanese text will be used.
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This course offers students opportunities to think about and experience
“cultures” that are different from their own. The course will introduce
key notions such as culture and communication and move on to discuss
a variety of possible approaches, both in practice and research, to probl-
ems of intercultural communication. The central assignment for the stud-
ent for the year is to write an ethnography — a thorough description
and interpretation of a single cultural setting — based on his/her field
research. The classes are conducted in English, and the students are en-
couraged to read substantial amounts of material in English. Student pa-
rticipation is expected during class discussions.

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The First year English Proficiency Course consists of twelve 45-minutes
meetings per week. Each class will consist of approxmately thirty students.

The course will provide studnts with intensive instruction and practice
in the use of English.

Students will learn to communicate successful-
ly, with sitters in both spoken and written English.
