The First year English Proficiency Course consists of twelve 45-minute
meetings per week. Each class will consist of approximately thirty students.

The course will provide students with intensive instruction and practice
in the use of English. Emphasis will be placed on active and interactive
learning in the classroom. Students will learn to communicate successful-
ly, in both spoken and written English.

Each class will be taught by both Japanese English-Speaking teachers
and native English-Speaking teachers. All classes will be conducted in
English.
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The Second Year English Proficiency Course consists of twelve 45-min-
ute meetings per week.

The course continues the intensive instruction and practice in the use of
English begun in the first year course. As the year progresses, increasing
emphasis will be placed on the expression of opinions and the use of ev-
idence to support expressed opinion.

Psycholinguistics begins with a survey of different relationships between
language and the mental processes. It then proceeds to examine in detail
one of these relationships-second or foreign language acquisition. The de-
tailed study of how people acquire(learn)a second or foreign language
begins with an examination of some of the important issues of second la-
nguage acquisition, and continues with a study of factors which influence
the process of second language learning. The course concludes with an ex-
amination of some theories of second language acquisition.

The course is conducted in English. Only those students with a good
command of English should consider enrolling.
