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Political Science

This course seeks to arouse the interest of students in political science and
to plant an awareness of their role as eye witness to history. The first se-
mester covers Japanese domestic politics, while the second semester is devoted
to international problems. Taking actual developments or “realpolitiek” as a
starting point, the lectures endeavor to explain the historical background as
well as their theoretical-ideological underpinnings.

In explaining Japanese domestic politics, the triangular relationship between
zaikai, political parties and bureaucracy is explained. The role of the mass
media and the “battle of minds” between scholars are analyzed. The influen-
ce of Confucianism in Japanese political culture is also discussed. The histori-
cal background and orientations of political parties are explained.

In studying politics among nations, “power politics”, the roots and dimen-
sions of the cold war as well as the role of international organizations, such
as the United Nations, are given special attention. The role of “isms” and the
tug-of-war betweem “globalism”, “regionalism” and “nationalism” are analy-
zed. The meaning of the revival of religions is evaluated. The positive and
negative side of “economic aid” is also discussed. (Lectures of similar con-
tents are also given in Japanese)
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Cultures and Religions of S.E.A

This course tries to impress upon and seek the understanding of the students
about the following three developments.

1. The world, thanks to science and technology, is moving rapidly towards
globalism. At the same time, mankind is entering an era of multi-culturalism.

2. The dimension of “culture” as Japan interprets it, is fundamentally
different from that as understood by the West as well as the countries of
Southeast Asia. Japan tends to separate “culture” from religion, while in
many parts of the world, religiion constitutes the bedrock of culture. Hence,
the understanding of the religions of Southeast Asia provides an important
key to understanding the mind of Souteast Asians. Culturally speaking, South-
east Asia 1s a major crossroad area, a meeting place of Hinduism, Buddhism,
Confuciamsm, christianity and lslam.

3. Expanding relationship between Japan and Southeast Asia-even in the
economic sectors-requires better understanding of the cultural values of the
various countries in that area. Only then the so-called “bunka masatsu” can
be prevented.

This course also deals with the political, economic and cultural history of
Southeast Asian nations and compare them with the experiences of Japan.

The course will provide students with intensive instruction and practice in
the use of English. Emphasis will be placed on active and interactive learning
in the classroom. Students will learn to communicate successfully, in both
spoken and written English.

All classes will be conducted in English.

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The Second Year English Course is similar to the First Year Course in that
it is made up of four components each taught by a different teacher. Sogo A
(4 hours) and Sogo B (4 hours), while integrating reading, writing, speak-
ing, and listening, emphasize different areas. Sogo A deals especially with
reading newspapers and reporting on the news. Sogo B emphasizes listening,
both in various kinds of group and paired listening tasks and in understand-
ing radio news programs. The other two components of the course are Inten-
sive Reading (2 hours), which deals with vocabulary and summarizing short
reading passages, and Extensive Reading (2 hours), which handles longer

readings and gives practice in various kinds of reading skills and strategies.

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ENGLISH IN THE MEDIA

This course will give students an overview of the English found in the media :
television, radio, newspapers, magazines, films, etc. The aim is to develop
students’ listening and reading comprehension, critical thinking skills and self-
expression.

All of the listening selections are taken from authentic English language
television and radio programs. These include : news reports, documentaries,
talk shows, interviews, commercials, game shows, amd dramas.

The reading selections are from popular English newspapers and magazines.
We will make a list of topics according to the interests of the students in the
class. Students will read the articles at home, analyze them, and be prepared
to express their opinions in class. They will also be required to write weekly

reports of newspaper articles of their choice.
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THE STORY OF ENGLISH

This course will focus both on the history of the English language and the
different kinds of English around the world (Irish-English, Indian-English,
Black-English, Australian-English, etc.).

The readings for the course will be from The Story of English by R. Mc
Crum, W. Cran, and R. MacNeil. In class, in addition to reading and discuss-
ing, we will also watch the video series on which the book is based.

Evaluation will be based on weekly homework assignments based on the

reading, tests, and a report.
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Translation from English into Japanese

Interlingual translation is a highly developed mental process that requires
you to write creatively in a target language when you have no clue other
than to cope with the source language. Translation is a challenging task.
Perfect translation is almost impossible because the structures and the cultural
backgrounds of the source language and the target language are sometimes
so different in many respects.

This is a practical course aimed at improving your ability to translate from
English into Japanese by studying the theory of translation and then applying
these skills to the translation of various materials including those taken from
some major weekly magazines such as Time and Newsweek as well as cata-
logs, pamphlets, operating manuals, and so on. Extracts from several refere-
nce books will be utilized in this course.

The aim of this course is to develop the awareness of intercultural differen-
ces and similarities through reading and discussing materials in English.

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TOPICS ON AMERICAN POLITICS AND ECONOMY
This course 1s for the students who are keen to study US politics and econ-
omy. US domestic and external problems, for instance, US-USSR (CIS) rela-
tions, Japan-US relations, the Gulf War, global environmental problems, trade
and fiscal deficits of US, and social problems such as the homeless and
drugs will be introduced and discussed. Particular attentions will be paid to
individual researches and small group projects. The students need to make

two oral presentations and submit the final report of ten pages or more.
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HISTORY AND ART OF FILM
The content of this course will include an overview of the history of the cine-
ma and film making including the cultural and political background. We
will also consider the artistic aspects of film production plus style, genre,
symbolism, structuralism, realism etc. as they relate to a critical analysis
of films. Several films or film segments will be used to illustrate these points.
Emphasis in English will be placed on the integration of the four skills of

reading, writing, listening and speaking.

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SOCIAL ISSUES THROUGH THE MEDIA
This course will focus on various social problems in contemporary society
both in Japan and abroad. Topics will include human rights, refugees, world
hunger, AIDS, the environment, feminism, and others depending on the inter-
ests of the students in the class. Students will read news reports and watch
TV documentaries on these problems, and then analyze them critically and
express their opinions. Furthermore, students will do research on a topic of

their choice and make a group presentation.
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LISTENING TO BROADCAST ENGLISH

You will be listening to various materials including FEN news and announce-
ments, Paul Harvey’s News, NHK Broadcasting Satellite news, etc. for
listening comprehension in class. Let’s find out what prevents us from
comprehending broadcast English with precision. I'm sure there are several
kinds of difficult aspects in understanding spoken English when we study
English. Let’s try to establish a certain number of strategies for overcoming
the difficulties in listening comprehension as a speaker of Japanese. I expect
you to acquire the special knowledge and skills required for comprehending

broadcast English in this course.
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Reading and Discussion on Business

In this course, we will discuss selected English materials written on the
topic of Japanese business and economy. The purpose of this course 1s to ana-
lyze the unique features of the Japanese way of business that are observed
by foreign scholars and businessmen. We will try to have a better understand-
ing of Japanese business through the analysis of accounts given by foreign
observers. We will be able to see how Japanese business can be understood
or misunderstood by different societies. No business expertise is assumed, but
a moderate amount of reading will be required. The class will be conducted

mostly in English.
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COMPARATIVE COMMUNICATION STYLES
First, we study American and Japanese types of communication from the
view point of each nation in order to be openminded and as international as
possible in attitude.
Second, we discuss how we can utilize an international approach to comm-
unication.

Third, we learn how to present our own idea in English.

This course will provide the students with basic concepts and ideas in the
study of International Relation (IR) focusing upon 1) the various types of
theories and approaches which are useful to analyze and explain IR, 2) the
history of IR since the Westphalia treaty system in 1648, and 3) foreign polic-
ies of the major powers in the contemporary world. The students are required
to have a good command of English to read academic research papers and
text books in the field. They are also required to make two oral presen-

tations and submit the interim and final reports.
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‘ READING AND FILMS ON ETHNOLOGY
A content based upper level English class emphasizing the four academic
skills, reading, writing, listening and speaking, based on an ethnographic
theme with readings on cultures around the world.

Studies of hunting and gathering, horticultural, pastoral, and peasant socie-
ties will by considered.

Oral reports and poster sessions are included in the course.

This course will provide students with an opportunity to look at a wide
variety of aspects of contemporary American life through reading a selected
textbook, America IN CLOSE UP.

We will also discuss the
key roles played by general trading firms (Sogo Shosha) and MITI (Tsuusan-
sho) in the Japanese economic surge during the postwar years. The course
will provide some of the business expertise used in foreign trade when neces-
sary. Course requirements include group presentations and a final paper in
English.
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U.S. Diplomatic Policy toward Asia

In this course, we will examime America’s relationship with the Asian re-
gion and countries, including China, Japan, Korea and Southeast Asia. The
focus .will be on America’s diplomatic policy in the post-World War I
period.

Students will be required to read the materials related to the topic, partici-
pate in class discussion, write two papers (1 mid-term, 1 final), and hand
in summaries of selected articles from current periodicals several times. As-
signments are to be written in English. Detailed information will be provided

at the first meeting.

ation will be given in the first class, taking the students’ opinions into con-

sideration.
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Translation from English to Japanese Advanced

This course aims to improve students’ ability to translate from English
to Japanese. The main focuses in the course is put on the accurate under-
standing of the structures of English sentences and putting them into good
Japanese. We will use a juvenile novel and its Japanese translation as text
books. The latter textbook is mainly used to check the accuracy in translat-
lon. It has some inaccurate translations. Although our text book is a juvenile
one, it contains many difficult expressions and structures for the Japanese to
translate. We will examine how to provide appropriate Japanese translations
of expressions involving definite and indefinite articles, modal auxiliary verbs,
tense markers, phrasal verbs, relative clauses etc. in particular, and types of
sentences expressing a particular situation, some generic statements, author’s
narrative expressions and so on in general.

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Both the speaking and the writing section will make use of authentic materi-
als, such as movie scripts and videos, novels, and newspaper articles. Instruc-
tors will create original lesson materials and activities. Authentic practice
with debates, job interviews, writing essays and resumes, and public speech
will allow students to explore some job-related functions of American English.
Students will also participate in publishing a news and feature magazine.
These courses require consistent attendance, and students must actively par-

ticipate in classroom discussion. No textbook will be required, but students

will be expected to purchase packets of handouts from time to time.
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
